“The
loading dynamics at Changxindian are stag-
gering,” says Tim Hammond, SYMEX Ameri-
cas president. “It was a real engineering

challenge for us to develop a design to fit
the Changxindian loading dynamics. | am
proud to say we did it on time, without a
hitch.”
